The Society established the college in 1963 with two faculties namely Arts and
Commerce. In 1972 the Science faculty was started. The college has its own land of nearly 7 acres near
Asian Highway and Jamner Road crossing. Since its inception the college is catering to the educational
needs of students from rural area. The Tapti Education Society’s Bhusawal Arts, Science and P. O.
